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MOVEMENT

Running |

When moving around while standing up, you run at full
speed. This is dangerous when there are soldiers in the
vicinity, so it’s better to crouch. Run only when traversing an
already cleared area or when quickly ducking for cover in the

middle of a firefight.
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Crouching makes you much harder to hit than when
you are simply standing around. You can move slowly while
crouching. This allows you to stay low and avoid detection
when exploring enemy territory. Crouching also makes
most cover much more effective because rocks and other
obstructions are rarely as tall as you are.

If you need to go even lower than a crouch, go prone.
You’re very hard to see when prone, but it also greatly
reduces your movement speed. Most of the time, simply
crouching will be enough.

"To go from standing to crouching, press the Crouch key
once. If you press the key again from crouching, you’ll go
prone. Pressing the Jump key moves you up by one degree
(from prone to crouching or from crouching to standing).
Finally, you can press the Prone key to go immediately to the
prone position.

Staying behind cover means staying alive. Learning to find
and use cover in the field is a very important technique.



When you’re deep in the jungle, rocks and trees make the
best cover. In enemy encampments, use buildings and
sandbags as cover. Often, your own men will seek out the
best cover, so following them is a good idea.

WEAPONS

Hold the Aim key to change your view to your gun’s sights
(or scope). Aiming allows you to land a more precise shot as
well as giving you a short-range zoom. You move very slowly
while aiming, so take your shot quickly unless you're safely
covered.

Shooting —

You can’t run around, firing wildly, and expect to get much
done. Not only is it important to aim carefully, it’s also essen-
tial to know how your weapon fires and how long it takes to
chamber a new round. Moving greatly reduces your accuracy,
so stay still, crouch, and squeeze off each shot like it means
something.

BASISS
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Keep your gun fully loaded whenever possible. Running out
of bullets in the thick of battle can mean a gruesome end for
poor Tommy. Any time you’re free from enemy fire, reload
your gun; even if you've only fired a few bullets, it never
hurts to be prepared. This is especially true with guns that
are slow to reload.

Your Squad

On every mission after Pearl Harbor, you travel (and fight)
with a squad. These teammates are often the difference
between life and death, as they frequently yell out updates
and suggestions. Listen carefully for your men to tell you
there are incoming enemies or grenades, that the area is
secure, or that you’ve reached your objective destination. Of
course, your squad also adds firepower during a fight.
They’re not particularly accurate or quick on the trigger,
however, so don’t rely on them too heavily to do your

dirty work.

Perhaps the most important man on your team is the medic.
If you’re injured, you can call the medic to your side to patch
you up to full health. The healing isn’t instantaneous,
though, so make sure you're in a safe spot before you yell out
to him.
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NOTE: THE NUMBER OF TIMES YOU CAN
USE THE MEDIC IS LIMITED, SO WAIT UNTIL
YOUR HEALTH IS AS LOW AS YOU CAN
STOMACH BEFORE YOU CALL HIM OVER.

In most missions, your exposure to vehicles will be when
enemy tanks arefiring at you. Whenever possible, use placed
machine guns or other artillery to destroy the enemy vehicles.
If necessary, use your own small arms to do the job.

In rare cases, you and your men will take control of your
own vehicle to get to a destination or clear an area out
quickly. When you’re in a vehicle, a new life bar appears
next to your own, indicating the amount of damage the
vehicle can take before it is destroyed. If you're protecting a
friendly vehicle, keep a close eye on this gauge.



Mission Objectives

At the beginning of each mission (and at other times
throughout), you are given objectives to complete. Watch for
text that says, “An objective has been added.” Keep track of
your current objectives by pressing (748 ). You can tell if
you’ve cleared the area, destroyed the right artillery, or shot
down enough planes by watching for your objectives to update.

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When looking for objective targets, watch for a glowing red
icon. This indicates an item you can manipulate to complete
an objective.

The Compass
Your compass
always points
toward your
current objective.
The path may not
always be straight
and narrow. Often,

The compass also shows the general
distance to your objective with a ball on each side of the
arrow.

In the upper right corner of the screen is a collection of four
icons. This represents your Combat Squad Control. Each of
the icons represents a command you can give to your squad
during battle. To issue a command, press the arrow key on
your keyboard that corresponds to the position of the icon.

The Typy:gl% was a lightweight 4x4 reconnaissance vehicle that was developed after the Manchurian incident demonstrated to
the Japanese Army the need for such a vehicle. The Type 95 was built by Kurogane and was the Japanese army’s only entirely
natively designed vehicle of its type. Most of the others were derived from American designs. This car was first manufactured
in 1937 and was the most widely used machine of its type by Japanese forces on all fronts during World War II.

Gameplay

You use this jeep in Makin Atoll to break into the fuel depot, and again in Tarawa to escape Red Beach 2. You can’t actually
control the jeep; your teammates drive while you hang on for dear life. The Type 95 has 1000 “life” points, but it takes very
little damage in both of the missions where you ride inside. You needn’t worry about the enemy destroying it.

The Elco boats were the largest in size of the three types of
PT Boats built for United States Navy use during World
War II. The primary mission of the PT Boat was to attack
surface ships and craft. PTs were also used effectively to lay
mines and smoke screens, to rescue downed aviators, and to
carry out intelligence or raider operations.

Gameplay

You man one of these boats during the Pearl Harbor mission.

The boat’s armament includes a machine gun you use to
shoot down the enemy planes while en route to the USS
West Virginia.

"This stubby but rugged plane was the main fighter for
the U.S. Navy and Marines during the hard-

fought first year of the war. While not as fast
or as agile as its opponent, the Japanese Zero,
superior training and tactics of its pilots allowed it to
win many aerial combats.

"This plane is the only vehicle that you get to pilot on

mouse control the plane’s movement and the Move
Forward key accelerates it. The plane has 1000 “life”
points, so you must dodge enemy fire whenever possible
M while flying it.

The PBY Catalina “Black Cats” were Navy Catalina Patrol
seaplanes or “flying boats.” They were painted black for night bombing operations
against Japanese shipping in the Southwest Pacific. In the daytime, they flew air-sea
rescue missions—picking up ditched aircrews and pilots from the Army bomber and
fighter strikes.

Gameplay

The last objective of the Henderson mission has you protecting one of these
transport planes from enemy fighters. It’s a much larger plane than the other
enemy (and friendly) planes, so it’s easy to spot.

Mitsubishi AGM “Zero”

History
The Mitsubishi AGM was the most famous Japanese plane of

World War II. The “Zero” was armed with two 20mm cannons

and two 7.7mm machine guns and it possessed the incredible
range of 1930 miles using a centerline drop tank. Though
outclassed by more powerful U.S. fighters after late 1943, the
Zero remained a tough opponent throughout the war.

Gameplay

This is the most common enemy plane you see throughout the
game. You shoot them down with AA Guns in Pear] Harbor
and Guadalcanal and blow them out of the sky during the
Flyboys mission.

An FFA game is the most basic way to play a multiplayer
game. As the name suggests, it’s every man for himself in an
attempt to score the most frags. Your initial choice of Allies
or Axis determines which weapons you may choose. For a
full list of the available weapons, refer to the Infantry/Heitai
list in the Invader section.

Team Deathmatch
Team Deathmatch is a fun alternative to Free For All. The
difference is that you score points as a team instead of as an
individual. You can spread out to cover more ground or stay
together to tackle threats as a group. Spreading out reduces
the speed with which you can take out a single target, but it
also reduces the threat of walking into an ambush or losing
everyone in the group to a grenade.

Just like in the single-player campaign, your compass always
points toward your current objective. Colored boxes on the
compass show the exact location of the object you need to
interact with to complete the objective. If there are multiple
objects, they show up as different colors on the compass.
When your team is currently completing an objective (the
charge is set but hasn’t gone off, for instance), the colored
box will flash.

Members from either team always spawn near the current
objective. If your team is working on the final objective,
you don’t have to run across the entire map to rejoin your
teammates when you die.

Explosive charges take 30 seconds to go off. Any time
during those 30 seconds, the defending team can send an
Engineer of their own to disarm the charge. Obviously, the
invaders need to defend their charge to allow it time to
detonate. This presents a new challenge, however, because
the charge will damage anyone in the area when it goes off.
To defend the explosive charge, remain close by and fight off
the opposing team until the last few seconds, then stand clear.
If you have a hard time keeping track of the 30-second time
limit, use the spawn timer at the screen’s upper right corner
to count the seconds.
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When taking on Destroy objectives, protect your Engineer
as he sets the charge. If there are multiple objects to destroy
and you have more than one Engineer on your team, send
someone with each Engineer to protect them.

The objectives listed for each map refer to the invading
team only. The defending team doesn’t have any real objectives.
Their job is simply to protect their own locations and
prevent the invaders from succeeding.

Try to take an uncommon route toward the objective. If
you always run up the same hill or crawl through the same
hole, the defending team will have an easy time picking you
off again and again. Split up your team when possible to
confuse the defense.

The Corpsman class has the unique ability to heal and revive
their teammates. However, their weapon choice is limited to
rifles. This makes them effective long-range fighters but
leaves them relying on their sidearm. Still, a Corpsman is a
very valuable (though not essential) member of any team.

The weapon choice of the Engineer is the exact opposite of
the Corpsman. They are restricted to only close-range
weapons. Thankfully, the Engineer class spends most of its
time on the front lines because of its primary ability: the use
of explosive charges.

On offense, at least one Engineer is mandatory on the
team. Every map has at least one (but usually several) objects
that you must destroy to complete the objectives. On
defense, the Engineer is also the only class that can defuse
enemy charges, thus preventing the enemies from completing
their objective.

The main job of the Ammo Tech class is to distribute ammu-
nition for their team. However, they are the only class that
can carry two primary weapons. Their selection of weapons
is second only to the Infantry class. As a result, they have the
unique ability to be powerful at long and close range by
choosing a rifle and submachine gun. This makes the Ammo
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Tech a jack-of-all-trades class that can handle almost any
battle. On small teams, an Ammo Tech is more useful than
an Infantry is.

Objective Types

There are four objective types. Keep in mind that there
won’t necessarily be one of each type of objective per map.
Some objective types are more common than others.

Destroy

This is the most common type of objective. Objectives of
this type always involve destroying one or more objects by
setting an explosive charge on the red icon. There is at least
one of these objectives per map. Only Engineers can set
explosive charges, so it’s essential to have at least one on your
team to succeed.

On defense, your job is two-fold. First, simply attempt to
stop the invading team from reaching the objective point.
If the invaders set the charge, you can still stop them by
disarming the charge with your own Engineer.

Occupy
Occupy is another very common objective type with at least
one per map. To succeed at an Occupy objective, you simply
need to stay in or near the target building or object for the
given amount of time. You can move around and attack all
you want as long as you don’t leave the immediate area.

For the defending team, the only way to prevent the
invaders from succeeding at an Occupy objective is to frag
any player that approaches the target.

Operate

Objectives of this type involve flipping a switch or using a
radio. Flipping a switch is instantaneous, but the defending
team can flip it back if they’re fast enough. Using a radio has
a timer bar like that of an explosive charge, so the defense
can interrupt the invaders by fragging the man at the radio
before he completes the broadcast.



Collect

Collect objectives are found on only two maps, making them
the least common type. An objective of this type is just what
it sounds like; you must collect one or more objects from
enemy territory to succeed.

Like an Occupy objective, the defending team must
prevent the invaders from reaching the items. Most items
take time to pick up, however, which gives the defense an
extra bit of help.

MAPS

These maps are also used in FFA and Team Deathmatch
games. In those cases, simply ignore the objectives and map
points.

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ALLIES:

The Allies is the name given to the alliance of countries in
opposition to the Axis Powers in World War II. The United
States, Britain, France, Australia, New Zealand, India, the
Soviet Union, Canada, and Greece are some of the countries
that were part of the Allied Powers.

AXIS:

The Axis powers consisted of Germany, Italy, and Japan as
well as other nations strong-armed by Germany into the
alliance. The three nations were not so much an alliance of
ideology as they were an alliance of convenience. The reason
that they were able to ally with each other was simply that
their individual goals did not seriously conflict with each other.

GUADALCANAL:

The fight for the island of Guadalcanal was the first battle to
include an American amphibious invasion of Japanese-held
territory. American forces launched the invasion on August 7
and landed near an unfinished airstrip that they quickly
secured and renamed Henderson Field. They soon cleared
out this area and it grew into an Allied staging area, which
was reinforced with 17,000 Marines (even though it was
constantly under fierce attack by Japanese forces). The
Japanese launched a huge offensive against American forces
at Guadalcanal in what became known as the Naval Battle of
Guadalcanal. A Japanese naval force came toward the much
smaller American task force and was able to sink two cruis-
ers, but at the cost of a battleship. This led to American air
raids, based off of Henderson Field, which were able to sink
or badly damage all eleven transports stationed there. The
Japanese came after American forces with all of their remaining
naval units—four cruisers and a battleship. However,
American forces sunk the battleship and two cruisers, which
made it clear that the Japanese had failed to cause the
American invasion forces to disengage. Jungle fighting
continued on for another four months until American forces
had secured the island in early February 1943.
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Iwo JIMA:

The Battle of Iwo Jima was in early 1945 and was one of the
fiercest and most costly battles of World War II. Between the
Japanese and the U.S.; over 25,000 lives were lost in the battle
over this roughly 15 sq. mile island. Despite heavy bombard-
ment for three months by the U.S. air force, the Japanese
occupation forces at Iwo Jima held fast in their trenches.
After a month of the most grueling combat in Marine history,
the United States had secured the island at a cost of 6,000
American lives. However, the captured island served as the
first U.S. air base close enough to Japan to allow medium
bombers to execute bombing runs on the Japanese mainland.

KAMIKAZE:

Kamikaze means “divine wind” in Japanese and refers to the
suicide bombing runs made by Japanese pilots toward the
end of the war. These attacks signified the last line of defense
for the Japanese. Kamikaze pilots would take old warplanes
and load them with explosives, and fly their planes directly
into the hulls of American ships. The Japanese forces sank
roughly 40 ships in this manner.

MAKIN ATOLL:

Japanese forces occupied the island on December 9, 1941.
United States Marines launched from a submarine during the
night of August 17-18, 1942 and destroyed several flying
boats and ships. This operation was the first Marine raid
launched from submarines in history. Their mission was to
destroy installations, disrupt the enemy, and divert reinforce-
ments to Guadalcanal. After killing 83 Japanese and destroying
installations, ships, and flying boats, the Marines had to
evacuate in the face of Japanese air attacks and forces. While
evacuating, they had to leave behind their dead, which the
islanders and Japanese later buried in a mass grave.

PEARL HARBOR:

Pear]l Harbor is an inlet of the Hawaiian island of Oahu and
is the site of one of the most important U.S. naval bases. On
December 7, 1941, Japanese air units caught the U.S. naval
base at Pear] Harbor by surprise with a sudden attack.
Eighteen ships and over 200 planes were destroyed, and over
3000 people were injured or killed. This attack prompted the
U.S. to enter the war on the side of the Allies to fight Japan
and the Axis.



SEPPUKU:

Seppuku is the term for Japanese ritual suicide. Many
Japanese officers, to avoid the shame of surviving a lost bat-
tle, used ceremonial blades to kill themselves in the final days
of many battles. These actions often led to great disorganiza-
tion in the Japanese forces that remained and such forces
were soon wiped out, with very few survivors.

TARAWA:

"This was one of the bloodiest battles between American and
Japanese forces during World War II. The Japanese occupied
Tarawa, one of the Gilbert Islands in the South Pacific, in
1942. As part of the Allied island-hopping campaign toward
the Philippines, U.S. Marines bombarded the island, meeting
heavy Japanese resistance but forcing an evacuation. In four
days of fighting, 4,500 Japanese soldiers died, leaving fewer
than 20 alive; 3,000 Marines were killed or wounded.
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WAKE ISLAND:

Wake Island was the site of a U.S. naval and submarine base
during World War II. The Japanese invaded it immediately
after the attack on Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941. They
were able to fight off the Japanese against overwhelming
odds until December 23. The United States regained the
island in 1945 when the Japanese surrendered and it is now
under the control of the United States Air Force.
